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What is BusConnects?

BusConnects is the National Transport Authority’s (NTA) programme to greatly improve bus services in
Irish cities. BusConnects is contained within the Government’s National Development Plan 2021 - 2030
and the Climate Action Plan 2019.

What’s happening in Cork?

BusConnects Cork is a programme of nine measures to fundamentally transform Cork’s bus system.
This programme will assist in realising the ambition of the Cork Metropolitan Area Transport Strategy
to significantly increase public transport use.

How the Cork Bus System will be improved?
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A New Bus Network for Cork City

The Cork Metropolitan Area is growing and the redesign of the bus network - routes, frequencies and
timetables - will deliver a better bus system for the current and future needs of the city.

The Story So Far

In July 2021 the NTA held an initial public consultation on BusConnects Cork. The survey style consultation

gave the people of Cork the opportunity to help shape a new bus network by giving your views on how a

new network would best serve everyone. There were almost 1200 responses to the survey, and many more
engagements. These responses informed the design of a Draft New Bus Network for the Cork Metropolitan Area.
